If you choose to skate on a natural body of water this Holiday Season, please be cautious!

A few safety tips: Ice is thinner and less stable at the start and end of winter, so mid-winter is the best time to try pond skating. If possible, skate over shallow water, no deeper than two to three feet. This way, if the ice breaks, you'll only get wet. Since ice is thinner at the center of a pond, skate around the edges. Never skate over water that is moving, like rivers or streams.
Skate ONLY in areas designated for skating by town/park officials. If there are signs that warn of "THIN ICE," believe them, no matter how cold the weather has been! Wait until the signs allow you to skate, to avoid any unnecessary tragedies.

Just because it is cold outdoors does not mean the lake is frozen. It takes several days of continuous freezing weather to create ice thick enough to skate on, and your town officials will test and re-test the ice before they say it is safe enough to skate on.

If ice is not safe to skate on, it isn't safe to walk on or fish on (ice fishing) either.
